District Meeting Highlights

Approximately 50 members of clubs from the 6, 7" and 8" districts met in Appleton at
the Pullmans at Trolley Square on Saturday, October 13, including Debby and Barb.
Foremost on everyone’s mind was the redistricting process. Clubs met within the new
district groups to begin writing the bylaws and select nominating committees. Bylaws
will be written and sent to each club to review over the next few months so that new
officers can be selected at the Winter Board meeting to be held in Stevens Point
February 15/16.

During dessert the Appleton VSA (Very Special Arts) Choir sang theme songs from early
TV shows. GFWC supports VSA as part of the Helping Hands program.

Debby Tomlinson joined approximately 150 club women from Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Wisconsin
and Michigan to attend the Great Lakes Region Conference, held in Fairview Heights, Illinois
(just outside of East St. Louis) Friday-Sunday, October 19-21. GFWC President Jackie Pierce
and GFWC President-Elect Rose Ditto led the event, sharing information on upcoming events and
promoting the Domestic Violence and Empowering Women themes of this administration.

The days were filled with workshops, including a Leadership Institute Friday morning and
Saturday sessions on Law & Order, Public Relations, Writing Winning Reports, and Advocacy in
Action among others. Evening entertainment included a visit from “Mary Todd Lincoln” and “Bob
Ellison & Charlotte” an Illinois jazz duo whose repertoire went from Louis Armstrong to KC and
the Sunshine Band. Picture our long-time members in their beaded gowns twisting the night
away! Seriously, though, it was wonderful to have so much time to network with members from
other clubs, share ideas and make new friends.

Jennie Award candidates from each state were honored. Wisconsin’s winner is hone other than
Kia LaBracke of the Oconomowoc Juniors. Each region will select 2 winners to be judged at the
national level. Regional finalists will be announced at the convention in Chicago in June.

President-Elect Rose Ditto provided the following update on the GFWC Signature Project:

BACKGROUND OF THE GFWC SIGNATURE PROJECT

During the GFWC Region Conferences in fall 2007, GFWC took the first step toward identifying a project that

will bring long overdue national recognition to our entire organization by 1) promoting organizational

awareness, 2) providing consistency from one administration to another, 3) providing uniformity among clubs
activities,4)bui | di ng member s’ pride in the organization, and
GFWC’s mission.

When we presented this information at the GFWC region conferences in 2006, based on member

guestionnaires, we narrowed the field down to five distinct areas: domestic violence, f ami
health issues, empowering women, and libraries/literacy. The 2007 state convention questionnaire results

further indicated that thetwotopvot e getters were domestic violence and
GFWC Signature Project options as well as a third, which will be to have no signature project, will be voted

upon by credentialed/voting delegates at the GFWC Annual International Convention in Chicago, lll. in June

2008. Clubs are encouraged to become familiar with the purpose of a signature project for GFWC and the

areas under consideration as a signature project, discuss them thoroughly in the coming months, and come to

Chicago prepared to case an informed vote.

SIGNATURE PROJECTS UNDER CONSIDERATION

Domestic Violence Family/ Childrends | ssues

Domestic violence is a serious, widespread social
problem in America with consequences that affect
each of us. The statistics are shocking: around
the world, at least one in every three women ahs
been beaten, coerced into sex or otherwise
abused during her lifetime and in the U.S.; and
nearly one-third of American women report being
physically or sexually abused by a husband or
boyfriend at some time in their lives. Whether it is
in the community, workplace, places of worship, or
others, much remains to be done to eradicate this
problem.

The family continues to be the focal point of
societies throughout the world with the stresses of
daily life common everywhere. Stresses may
include hunger, school problems, childcare, abuse,
and security. Children and adults find themselves
with enormous needs and intense pressures
making daily life quite difficult.  Unfortunately,

families are becoming vul nerabl e entit

society.
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If you let your kids (or grandkids)
go online, you should read this!

Thanks to the Rossman PTO, last year parents had the pleasure (or displeasure, depending
on how you look at it) of sitting for two hours with Eric Szatkowski of the Department of Justice
listening to the horrors that the internet poses for our children. It was eye opening, to say the least,
and quite frightening. One of the comments he made that really hit home was the fact that as
parents, we are familiar with the threats our kids face like drinking and drugs, but we really are
clueless as to just how dangerous the internet can be to our kids because internet predators are new
to us! The Rossman, Lincoln and Central PTOs have joined together to bring Eric back this year
and we hope to fill the auditorium to capacity. This is a presentation you should not miss.

Eric Szatkowski has been a Special Agent with the Wisconsin Department of Justice/

Division of Criminal Investigation (DCI) since 1991. Since 1999, Eric has become of the
nation’s |l eading officers in apprehending sex
to seduce or exploit children. Eric’ s dynami
children have been seen by more than 100,000 people in Wisconsin and the U.S. His

presentations inspired the drafting and passage of new legislation in Wisconsin in 20086,

Assembly Bill 942. This law significantly increased the levels of felonies for online child

exploitation, increased maximum prison penalties, and implemented presumptive minimum
prison terms for online predators. Eric’s wo

While the Internet offers a world of educational and entertainment options for young people,
it also has a dark and dangerous side we must be aware of. This presentation on the online
exploitation of children includes real-life examples and practical advice for anyone
interested in the safety and well-being of our children. Topics covered include techniques
used by predators, what types of kids are most vulnerable, and the importance of filters and
monitoring software. Also covered is a discussion of the risks of online journals like My
Space, and an eye-opening live demonstration of chat rooms. If you go to any PTO

Library Focus Group Update

Marde Zimmermann and Debby Tomlinson recently participated in
the Hartford Library Focus Group. This committee was formed to
provide input from the community to the Library Board in
preparation for meeting with Common Council regarding a proposal
to build a new library.

On Saturday, October 6 they joined 19 other citizens for a bus tour of four libraries: New Berlin,
Menomonee Falls, Cudahy and Franklin. These libraries were chosen because their size
(40,000-50,000 sq. ft.) is similar to what has been proposed for Hartford, and because they
were built in the past couple of years. Mike Bahr, from Plunkett Raysich Architects, coordinated
the focus group in conjunction with the Mike Gelhausen, Library Director. New libraries were
chosen so that participants could see the latest technology and design ideas being used today.

Following the tours, the Focus Group met on three Wednesday evenings to analyze their
findings. The first evening the Focus Group and Library Board members put together a list of
items we liked and disliked from each library. The second evening we culled these items down
into a list of items to recommend for implementation in Hartford. The Library Board was not at
that meeting, so there was the opportunity for discussing specifics about our current library
without offending current staff. At the final meeting we presented the list of recommendations
to the Library Board. Final suggestions were made and the Library Board will prepare their
proposal for the Common Council.

It was amazing to see how beautiful the other new libraries were, and how much thought and
research went into the planning and design process. Focus Group members all felt that a city
library should be a community center, with separate areas for children, young adults, and adults
as well as public meeting rooms (accessible after library hours). They wisely agreed that we
don’t need over-the-top bells and whistles (fireplaces were in all those we visited) but that we
should plan for the future and stage the building for whatever technological changes occur in the
next 10 years.

A new Friends of the Library group has formed, which will meet the first Thursday of every
month, 7:00 at the Library. Anyone interested is welcome to attend a meeting.
